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Background Note 
Approximately 400.000 Roma lived in Ukraine before the full-scale invasion of Russia. It is 

estimated that 100.000, primarily women and children fled the country. An unknown 

number lives as Internally Displaced Persons in Ukraine. 

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion, Roma stand with ethnic Ukrainians and the 

Ukrainian Government against the aggressor. Roma are defending the country as 

members of the Ukrainian Armed Forces (UAF) while others support the fight with 

different means such as organising and delivering humanitarian aid, collecting donations 

for UAF or promoting the Ukrainian cause at international level.  

The contribution of Roma to the fight against the Russian aggression has been appreciated 

by authorities such as the Ukrainian Ministry of Defence or by media outlets in Ukraine. 

The alliance of Roma in Ukraine with the government and the overall Ukrainian society is 

strong, despite the fact that Roma experienced discrimination and antigypsyism before 

the war and also since the war started, incidents of discrimination and antigypsyism 

became known. 

In a war situation, minorities are at particular risk and are often discriminated in access 

to assistance or neglected in plannings for post-war situations. Therefore, it is important 

to promote in time the equal participation of Roma and to take measures to prevent 

(further) exclusion after the war. 

Currently ongoing policy processes in Ukraine – either in the framework of the envisaged 

accession process to the European Union or in the framework of (planning) the 

reconstruction and recovery of Ukraine – provide for opportunities to ensure the equal 

participation of Roma and that they are considered an integral part of the society of 

Ukraine.  

In particular the Recovery Plan of Ukraine and the Concept of the State Targeted National 

and Cultural Program "Unity in Diversity" for the period up to 2034  are of relevance, but

Roma civil society organisations appreciate the steps taken by the Ukrainian authorities 

and international community to address and improve the situation of Roma in Ukraine. 

They welcome that Ukrainian authorities also appreciate the contribution of Roma and 

other minorities in defending the country against Russian aggression. 

Roma civil society organisations identify these policy processes as opportunities to 

address the needs of Roma in Ukraine, but they identify shortcomings too. Therefore, 

several civil society organisations developed in a common effort a position paper on the 

needs and concerns of Roma in Ukraine. 

Objectives of the Conference 

The conference brings together government representatives, representative of the Roma 

civil society and of intergovernmental and civil society organisations in order to discuss 

pathways how to achieve the inclusion of the needs and concerns of Roma in all relevant 

short-term and long-term policies.  

Roma from Ukraine present their position and recommendations, but only the common 

effort of the Government of Ukraine, the Roma in Ukraine and of the international 

partners can achieve the equal participation of Roma.
